OPERATIONS POLICY
It is the goal of Washington State Scottish Terrier Club – Rescue Committee (WSSTC-RC) is to rescue and place those Scottish Terriers who are unwanted, abused and neglected, turned into shelters, or abandoned and are of sound temperament.  WSSTC does take Scotties regardless of age, or behavior problems although this does not necessarily guarantee that these Scotties will all be placed.   We do waive the right to refuse Scotties with terminal medical issues, costly medical needs, or vicious biters that we deem non-placable.  We may recommend the animal may be euthanized with dignity.  We are dedicated to maintaining the safety and well being of our fosters and their pets, as well as our rescues. 

In the event a Scottie mix comes through WSSTC-RC, our rescue volunteers are allowed to handle it with the same protocol they would handle a purebred.  All purebred Scotties are to be given precedence over the Scottie mixes.
RESCUE COMMITTEE:  As stated in WSSTC ARTICLE VI.  COMMITTEES

SECTION 1: STANDING COMMITTEES AND COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS   
After the Annual Meeting election, Chairs for the standing committees of Membership, Rescue, Breeder Referral, Specialty, and Clan Clarion shall be appointed and approved by the Board.  The Board shall also appoint and approve Chairs for any other committees deemed necessary for the completion of the Club's business.  All committees shall always be subject to the authority of the Board
SURRENDER:  Each incoming surrendered dog must have a “surrender form” which requires the owner to release all legal rights of the dog to WSSTC.  In cases where the dog is obtained by a shelter, a release form should be given to the representative picking up the dog.   
LISTING FORM:  In most cases we request the owner fill out a Listing Form, which helps the transition of the surrendered dog into his new home.  A listing form gives us information on behavior, feeding, allergies, interaction with other animals, cats, children, etc.   In some cases dogs who must be immediately removed do you have the ability to take advantage of listing forms, nor do surrenders out of shelters. 

APPLICANTS: We will read over each application and call for more information if necessary.  However, we have the right to refuse any applicant.  Each placement is contingent on the personality of each rescue dog.    

WSSTC charges and adoption fee of no more than $300 for the adoption of each Scottish Terrier.   However, adoption fees may be slightly lower depending on the extent of medical treatment and age of the adoptive animal. 

FOSTER HOME:  Each person fostering or transporting a surrendered dog must be a member of the WSSTC.  They must also fill out an application and have an inhome visit.  At that time the Representative will go over what to expect from fostering dogs.   Foster homes are always included in decision making process of adoptive families, but they don’t have the authority to place a dog without permission from WSSTC-Rescue Representative.   

SPAY/NEUTERING:  Any dog coming into WSSTC will be spayed/neutered before they are placed.   When vaccine records are not available, inoculations will be brought up to date and paid for by WSSTC.  This also includes any mixed Scotties that are in our care.  
REIMBURSEMENT:   WSSTC-Rescue Committee Rep  will review costs for reimbursement of food, veterinarian bills and other necessary expenses that are pre-approved when you show original receipts.  If you do not have original receipt you will not be reimbursed. All requests for reimbursement should be sent by email to the Rescue Chair for prior approval then submitted to the treasurer along with a copy of the email. 
MILEAGE:  Mileage will be reimbursed @ .48 per mile for long transports if approved by Chairperson.  Mileage is also able to be deducted on income tax, but you cannot request both options.
