Rescue Policy
It is the goal of WSSTC-RC is to rescue and place those Scottish Terriers who are unwanted, abused and neglected, turned into shelters, or abandoned and are of sound temperament.  WSSTC does take Scotties regardless of age, temperament or behavior problems although this does not necessarily guarantee that these Scotties will all be placed.  We do waive the right to refuse Scotties with medical issues that are terminal. If an animal is found to be non-placable, the animal may be euthanized with the same dignity, kindness, and respect afforded a cherished family pet.  We are dedicated to maintaining the safety and well being of our fosters and their pets, as well as our rescues. 

In the event a Scottie mix comes through WSSTC-RC, our Rescue volunteers are allowed to handle it with the same protocol they would handle a purebred.  All purebred Scotties are to be given precedence over the Scottie mixes.
WSSTC-RC accepts animals from shelters, humane societies, individuals and those dogs left to wander the streets. We require individuals surrendering the dog, to complete a Surrender Form which releases all rights of ownership to WSSTC.
Each dog that comes into rescue at WSSTC is fully vaccinated in the event that past records are not available upon surrender.  Each dog incoming is spayed/neutered, temperament tested, taught basic house manners, crate trained and in some cases housebroken.  

WSSTC charges and adoption fee of no more than $300 for the adoption of each Scottish Terrier.   However, adoption fees may be slightly lower depending on the extent of medical treatment and age of the adoptive animal. 

WSSTC-RC will evaluate, meet, and screen potential adopters before finalizing the decision process.   The dog will remain on a two week trial before adoption is finalized.  Rescue will contact in the adoptive family 3 days after adoption to see how the transition is developing.   The adopter has two weeks with the adoptive dog and can return the dog anytime during that period for an adoption fee refund.   After two weeks, they will be contacted to insure they indeed want to keep the dog, and after that contact, no refund will be issued.   

WSSTC is committed to the life, health, and well being of every animal it places.  If at anytime during the life of an adopted Scottish Terrier, the family can no longer care for the animal, the animal comes back to Scottish Terrier Rescue and rehomed.
WSSTC-RC also offers assistance in “placement” situations.  Wherein the owner finds that they can no longer keep the dog in their current situation, and contacts rescue for assistance.  Information is taken on these dogs, and a listing to place form is filled out with current information.  WSSTC-RC either prescreens potential families, or works with the owner, educating them on how to screen for a new home.   The final decision is usually made by the owner.  Owners are encouraged to keep their dogs up to date on medical care, spayed/neutered, and groomed.   If time runs out on these dogs before a satisfactory placement is made, the dogs are gladly taken in and kept until a new home can be found.
